3.   Program Committee Report

· John Cromwell, the OC Post Program Chair and Jim Carter, Chairman for the Business Opportunities Symposium discussed the status of the remaining 2008 Program schedule.  
· Oct 14 (Tuesday) - Scholarship Program, UCI University Club. The Commanding Officer, Capt. Gregory Zielinski, of the Naval Facilities Engineering Service Center (NFESC) at Navy Base Ventura County was the speaker for this event. In addition, the three scholarship recipients attended the event as guests of the OC Post.
