1. Minutes Review

· Summer Camp: John Cromwell, the OC Post Program Committee Chairman, reported that he had not received any applications from the Santa Ana High School JROTC program for this year’s Seabee Engineering and Construction Camp. Since the deadline for applications to SAME is 15 May, John asked the BOD to recommend any qualified candidates who may be interested.   
· National Meeting Attendance:  The BOD discussed the upcoming National SAME meeting in Minneapolis, MN and re-confirmed the Post’s financial support (up to $1,000) of attendance by the OC Post President, Dr. Bob Yelin.  
· Registration/Payment for Meetings:  Following a discussion about the pros and cons, the BOD voted to test an on-line registration and payment system for meetings.  There is a $200 set-up fee and 5% transaction fee for each registration.  The period of evaluation will be one year, after which continued use will require a $200 per year subscription fee.
