1. Minutes Review

· Outreach to Young Members – Jim Carter suggested the BOD offer free registration for young members to attend the October Scholarship meeting.  Bart Patton, OC Post Scholarship Committee Chairman, will help identify students from the UCI Engineering Club to attend this meeting.
